Multicultural Activity Day:
To introduce students to different cultures, cultural diversity appreciation activities were held on campus, which included a talk on enriching Chinese Values Education — 'Filial Piety’, booth games, and
performances featuring martial arts, Indian dance, and acrobatics.

Summer Experiential Learning Activity:
To facilitate an outdoor experiential learning experience, students underwent a cultural trip to the Lei Cheng Uk Han Tombs Museum. The on-site visit introduced the historical origin, geography, and
archaeological process of discovery and preservation of the tomb structure of the Han tombs to students to deepen their understanding of Hong Kong's history and culture.

Chinese Culture Day:
To connect students to traditional Chinese culture, appreciation activities were held on campus. These included performances of Shaolin Kung Fu and face-changing artistry. Booth activities also allowed
students to experience Chinese culture, including ancient sporting games like diabolo and archery, as well as ancient handicrafts and technologies such as typeset printing and fan calligraphy.
